 One week only has transpired 
since the April 11 kick-off of ñThe 
Best Time to Build - The Best to 
Growò campaign. And in that 
week, we have received pledges 
and commitments that total over $135,000 
($135,380, to be exact)! What an awesome      
response to an awesome campaign from an  awe-
some group of church members and believers!                      
 Check out the building block sculpture in the 
church foyer and youôll notice we have used 27 of 
the 40 building blocks. With each of the building 
blocks representing a $5,000 contribution or 
pledge, we have 13 blocks only remaining in the 
box to add to the sculpture before we reach our 
goal of $200,000.                                             
 Some members have invested with the Board 
of Church Extension (BCE) to support PVCCôs 
mortgage.  By doing so, PVCC has enjoyed a 
lower rate for our mortgage.  Now those members 
have an option that can provide a powerful boost 
to our Capital Fund Campaign.  Many of those  
investments have existed for several years and 
multiplied significantly because of the compound-
ing interest.  If they chose to transfer part of the 
increased value directly to PVCCôs mortgage, it 
would be a significant contribution to help retire 
the existing mortgage and result in additional 
funds for the campaign.  One member has 
pledged to reduce their investment with BCE back 
to the amount of the original investment.  This has 
not been solicited by BCE, but would only require 
a letter of instruction to accomplish.  If interested, 
contact Dick Tumlinson or Lorrie Beck for addi-
tional information.
