_I concerning the Campaign. With

pledges of $155,000, the
Committee recommended submitting a loan
application to the Board of Church Extension in the
amount of $260,000. Even though we are applying
for $260,000, we do not have to borrow the full
amount. We will not borrow more than is needed.
From the pledges and the loan, we will be able to pay
off our current mortgage ($134,000), and begin imme-
diate repair work to the facility. We will also have
money to fund the two other components of the
Campaign: Ministry and Identity.

The second motion Mission Council approved
involved sending the Campaign funds available to
date to Board of Church Extension to be placed in a
temporary reserve account, which will draw interest.
By transferring our up-front donations and pledges to
this temporary account, we will be able to reduce the
interest on the loan by .25%.
